PASS IT ON:
The Story
PASS IT ON is a feature length bio/film that picks up where Paul McCart-

ney’s “The Real Buddy Holly Story” (1987) ended. Just over 50 years ago
(February 3, 1959) Buddy Holly, Ritchie Valens and the Big Bopper were
killed in a plane crash after performing at the Surf Ballroom in Clearlake,
Iowa. In McCartney’s loving tribute to Buddy Holly, the Rolling Stones’ Keith
Richards speaks of the genius of Buddy Holly and Keith’s love for Buddy’s
music. It is evident as he explains why he feels compelled, in his words, to
“pass it on” to the next generation of music talent. The bio/film will show how
Holly’s, Valen’s and the Big Bopper’s music has already endured through two
generations and will continue the ‘passing of the torch’ to the next generations.

Through recording sessions and live performances, this film will take the
best and most important songs such as “Peggy Sue,” “Not Fade Away,”
“That’ll Be the Day,” “Oh Boy!,” “Everyday,” “It’s So Easy,” “True Love
Ways” from Holly. “La Bamba”, “Donna”, “Come On Let’s Go”, “That’s
My Little Suzie” from Valens and who can forget “Chantilly Lace”, “Little
Red Riding Hood” or “White Lightning” from the Big Bopper himself.
Recording all new versions with established world-famous artists.

New York, Texas, Miami, Los Angeles, London and New Mexico will be
the backdrop to our story – the perfect setting for their beginning, the
recording and touring years and then, to the very last recording session of
Buddy, Ritchie’s joining the “Winter Dance Party” tour and the Big Bopper
hopping on the tour as well.

Then that fatal crash.

Buddy Holly
Buddy Holly and the Crickets hailed from Lubbock, Texas but they recorded
their first hits in Clovis, New Mexico at the Nor-Va-Jak Studios (now re-
named The Norman Petty Studios) which today is a museum honoring
Buddy’s music. We will visit that studio and try to relive those sessions. A
visit to the Buddy Holly Museum in Lubbock, Texas will provide a look into
his early life and where he began to first write and develop his own style. We

will tell the story of how “The Beatles” chose their name because of Buddy
Holly and the “Crickets”. How Buddy’s music inspired both Lennon and Mc-
Cartney. Buddy had the biggest American Rock and Roll influence on the
British Invasion of the 60’s. Just ask the Rolling Stones and the Hollies.

We will visit the recording studios and favorite haunts in New York where
Buddy spent his last days recording his very last session. The film will have his-
torical interviews with pop idols such as Paul Anka, whom Buddy befriended
on those tours. Paul will recall the day when Buddy asked him to write a song
for his last session which was to take place in a few days. Paul agreed. Buddy
gave him his guitar as there was no piano available. The song was “It Doesn’t
Matter Anymore”. That song would be the last one Buddy would ever

record. Paul still has that guitar. Buddy's part of the story will come full circle.

Ritchie Valens
A Rock and Roll pioneer and the forefather of the Chicano rock movement.



The first Mexican-American to become a rock star. He is credited with being
the leader of the Spanish speaking Rock and Roll movement. The kid from
Pacoima, California. Immortalized in his music and spirit. Honored by the
Grammy Rock and Roll Hall of Fame and of course, his own star on the Hol-
lywood Walk of Fame. With the continued support from his sister’s Connie
and Irma and brother’s Mario and Bob, Ritchie’s legacy has not only endured
but has become a big part of Rock and Roll history.

Ritchie was an inspiration to many musicians of Latino heritage. He influenced
such recording stars as Carlos Santana, Los Lobos, Los Lonely Boys and count-
less other Latin American singers and musicians. His early recordings at Gold
Star Studios in Hollywood, still today, remain some of rock’s greatest music
ever. The most shocking fact is that Ritchie Valens’ recording career only lasted
a brief eight months. Can one only imagine what might have been?

His seminal recording of the Mexican folk song “La Bamba”, sung entirely in
Spanish, was the centerpiece of the biopic film of the same name, which
starred Lou Diamond Phillips and Esai Morales. His teen ballad “Donna”
which was written about his real high school girl friend, is considered to be
one of the ultimate recordings of early pop, which clearly exemplified the
“heartbreak” of young love. The hits he recorded followed but Ritchie’s un-
timely death that night unfortunately ended in what millions consider, the
most significant tragic event in Rock and Roll history. Ritchie’s story will be
told through his music and by those who loved him, his fans, and those he so
greatly influenced…his legacy and life…we’re “Passing It On”.

The Big Bopper
“Oh baby that’s what I like”. You’ve heard it a million times…literally. Just
one of the catch phrases written and recorded by J.P. Richardson, THE BIG
BOPPER. His huge hit “Chantilly Lace” which stayed on the pop charts for an
amazing 22 weeks and climbed all the way to #6, is still one of the most pro-
grammed songs on radio today. Considered one of the most clever and endur-
ing early recordings of 1958. He was a ground breaking artist, writer, producer,
radio DJ and a true visionary. Not many know that he was credited with doing
the very first ‘music video’…in 1958…how many years before MTV? The big
man from Sabine, Texas, became the Big Bopper of Rock and Roll.

J.P. Richardson was an accomplished musician and songwriter, who also
penned such hits as George Jone’s first #1 country hit. “White Lightning”. He
also wrote the classic Johnny Horton hit, “Running Bear”. J.P. never knew that
this record would be one of his biggest hits since it was recorded shortly after
his death with Buddy and Ritchie. He was a prolific writer as he wrote 20 new
songs for an album he was preparing to do after the ‘Winter Dance Party’ tour.
Additionally he wrote several other of his clever ‘catch phrase’ hits…do you
remember “Little Red Riding Hood”?…“Purple People Eater Meets the
Witch Doctor”?…“The Big Boppers Wedding”?…and the tender “Someone
To Watch Over You”?

His radio days are also forever burned in the minds of many early radio jocks
as J.P. Richardson, in May of 1957, broke the record for continuous on-the-air-
broadcasting for an unprecedented 5 days, 2 hours and 8 minutes, while play-
ing 1,821 records. Not surprising at all for a man called THE BIG BOPPER.

With the help of J.P. Richardson Jr., who today tours with the “Winter Dance
Party” and sings his dad’s songs, we will bring to the next generation, his
songs, his clever lyrics and of course his legacy, to complete the circle of
“THE DAY THE MUSIC DIED”.



The Film
1. Introduction by Rolling Stone Keith Richards on how the flame has

been kept burning for all these years. He will speak of how Buddy Holly
inspired both his group and The Beatles and his dream to PASS IT ON.

2. Archival and re-enactment footage showing the birth of Rock ‘n’ Roll.
We will tell the story through music and film, just how Buddy Holly,
Ritchie Valens and the Big Bopper influenced modern music and how
their death impacted the fledgling rock n’ roll era and its future. We
will include clips of the “Winter Dance Party” 50th anniversary tribute
show from Clear Lake, Iowa in February, 2009. We have filmed events
honoring Buddy Holly, Ritchie Valens, the Big Bopper on July 4th
weekend in Los Angeles. This includes a ceremony at the Grammy®

Museum which honored those music legends who died that snowy
night. For example, we have filmed an interview with the Crickets’ gui-
tar player, Tommy Allsup, who was on the tour that fatal night. Tommy
flipped a coin with Ritchie Valens for that 3rd seat on the airplane.
Ritchie won the toss. Connie Lemos, Ritchie’s sister, finally speaks to
Tommy Allsup, as they embrace each other with forgiveness, love and
understanding of that night. No blame, no guilt, only love for one an-
other. A truly emotional event captured on film.

Many more events that are scheduled during this celebration year will
be filmed and recorded and will be included in our bio/film.

3. Performances and recording sessions of contemporary artists as
they record the classic songs for our 2 CD set and the bio/film.
This footage and the outtakes will also be used in part for our 90
minute DVD.

4. Interviews with contemporary musicians and musical legends who describe
how these great icons influenced them, their music and what their music
means to their careers and the industry. We will also interview music jour-
nalists, musicologists, and academics regarding their impact on the last 50
years of the music industry.

5. The film’s finale will be a concert of 10 super star guest artist’s, 
performing along with Don McLean, his classic song “American Pie”.
The finale will also include appearances by members of the Holly family,
the Ritchie Valens family as well as the Big Bopper’s son J.P. Richardson
Jr. and his family. This will instantly become a Rock and Roll classic and
the closing sequence of the bio/film.

This is the story of THE TRILOGY. They wrote and recorded songs that
have endured time. They changed music. Their songs have left an indelible
mark on almost every pioneering rock act, then and today. Now that story is
being passed on to tomorrow’s stars.

Denny Diante
Producer
Initially breaking into the music business with surf bands in the 60’s (The Sentinels and The Cornels) and as a
solo artist on Holiday Records, Denny Diante developed his production skills at Goldstar Recording Studios in 
Los Angeles. In 1968, he then became West Coast Director of Peer-Southern Music, one of the largest music
publishing companies in the world. Peer Music was the original publisher of Buddy’s music and still today, 
controls some of his most important compositions.

In l972, Denny was recruited by Mike Stewart, the President of United Artists Records to join their A&R 
Department and produce their biggest artists. He produced a string of hits by Paul Anka, Maxine Nightingale,
Bobby Goldsboro, Ike and Tina Turner, the Grateful Dead and produced the Bob Weir group Kingfish. After a
successful run at UA, he then joined RCA/Windsong Records (the John Denver/Jerry Weintraub owned label)
where he was VP of A&R and produced such artists as Maxine Nightingale, Starland Vocal Band and Kocky. 
In 1980, Mr. Stewart once again reached out to Denny with the opportunity to join him as VP at CBS Songs.
After helping Mike successfully change April/Blackwood Music (CBS Music Publishing division) into CBS
Songs, Denny was promoted to Vice President of A&R of Columbia Records Division, where he went on to
produce such legendary artists as Barbra Streisand, Neil Diamond, Johnny Mathis, Bill Withers, Deneice
Williams, Julio Iglesias, and the list goes on.



In l989, Denny moved to MCA Records as Vice President of A&R and Executive Producer where he achieved
numerous successes as the only staff executive and producer. While at MCA, he produced and worked with such
artists as B.B.King, Glenn Frey, Boston, Jodeci, Sheena Easton and Bobby Brown. He was also instrumental in
bringing to MCA, the Comptown record label headed by NWA founding member Easy-E. After leaving MCA
and the corporate environs, in l997 he co-founded Outwest Entertainment, a record and film production company
focusing on country music and releasing historical recordings. In 1999 he started Pipeline Music Inc., controlling
the largest classical music archive in the world. In 2005, Denny decided to renew his first love of studio work
and has begun producing again many new and established artists. He has now started DD Productions, Inc. and
his own label The Original Holiday Records.

He is well-known and respected throughout the recording industry. During his career, Mr. Diante has 
produced such distinguished artists as Barbra Streisand, B.B. King, Elton John, Grateful Dead, Bobby Brown,
Neil Diamond, Boston, Johnny Mathis, T.G. Sheppard, Sheena Easton, Paul Anka, Ike & Tina Turner, Jerry
Lee Lewis, Merle Haggard, Lorrie Morgan, The Oak Ridge Boys, Crystal Gayle and George Jones, to mention
only a few. In addition, he has amassed many production credits in television and film. Overall, he has produced
22 Gold Albums and 9 Multi-Platinum Albums, has received 3 Grammy’s, a Cable Ace Award, an Academy
Award nomination, and a Golden Globe Award and numerous awards for production and arranging in such
festivals as the Japan Music Awards, the Festival of Music of France and received the prestigious award from
the Russian Federation as an Honorary Academician of the Russian Academy of Music. He is the recipient of
many ASCAP and BMI awards for producer on some of the most played records on U.S. radio.

Denny Diante is listed in Billboards Magazine’s Encyclopedia of 100 Most Successful Record Producers.

Denny Diante has written the forwards in both editions of Richard Schulenberg’s Legal Aspects of the 
Music Industry (Billboard Books).

Denny Diante has taught the class Record Production and the Music Industry at UCLA. He has also been 
a continuing guest lecturer for the UCLA Extension School on the subject of the Music Industry.

George Adelo is an entertainment lawyer, musician, actor and businessman who has been successful in all of 
his chosen endeavours. He is the only New Mexico actor to have had a speaking role in No Country for Old
Men. He has toured with Junior Brown, the renown guitar steel virtuoso, as well as his own bands George Angel



and White Buffalo, and has served as the first Chairman of the New Mexico Music Commission. George was 
recently re-appointed to the New Mexico Music Commission by Governor Bill Richardson.

T.G. Sheppard
Co-Producer
NASHVILLE

T.G. Sheppard has always had an unstoppable passion for music. That passion, combined with a steadfast 
dedication to entertainment, has made him one of the most popular live performers in country music today.
With a show chock full of chart-topping hits like “Last Cheater’s Waltz”, “I Loved ‘Em Every One”, and “Do You
Wanna Go To Heaven”, it’s only natural that T.G. has developed a reputation as a solid performer who delivers
exactly what audiences want.

In 1972, T.G. found a song that would change his life forever. His astute ability to pick a hit song and promote it
had paid off for numerous artists, yet T.G. kept thinking of his own musical aspirations. He knew Bobby David’s
composition “Devil In The Bottle” was destined to be a hit, yet had no success in pitching the tune. After being
turned down by eight record labels in 18 months, T.G. decided to cut the song himself. Heading to Nashville, 
he was signed to Motown, the mammoth R&B label that was trying to establish a presence in country music.

When he released “Devil In The Bottle” as T.G. Sheppard, he soon realized which of the two jobs would get 
his undivided attention. While promoting records for RCA, T.G. formed a close personal and professional 
relationship with Elvis Presley. The legendary performer appreciated T.G.’s unique style and personality. As a
token of their friendship, Elvis gave T.G. his first tour bus in 1976, helping to provide him with the confidence to
give up the promotion business and hit the road full time. During his first year on the road he scored numerous
hits with the Motown imprints of Melodyland and Hitsville, including “Trying To Beat The Morning Home” and
“When Can We Do This Again”.

Named “Best New Male Artist” in 1976 by CASH BOX, T.G. signed with Warner Bros. when Motown decided
to get out of country music. His career then skyrocketed as he scored 10 consecutive number one songs, 
including such classics as “Only One You”, “Party Time”, and “War Is Hell (OnThe Homefront)”. In 1982, 
following this impressive “debut”, T.G. was honored as Music City News “Most Promising Male Vocalist”.

The “promise” of T.G.’s early career continued into the 1980s, as he racked up one hit after another. His duet
with Karen Brooks, “Faking Love”, scored yet another number one, and “Make My Day”, a duet with Clint
Eastwood featured in the feature film “Sudden Impact” crossed over onto the pop charts.

In 1985, T.G. signed with Columbia Records, where he again found himself at the top of the charts with songs
like “Fooled Around And Fell In Love”, “Strong Heart”, and “One For The Money”. During his Columbia
days, he worked with renowned producers Rick Hall and Bob Montgomery to create four more albums to add
to his repertoire. T.G. Sheppard is still recording great CD’s and tours throughout the US.

Russ Regan
Artist Consultant
Russ Regan has a track record of hits and successes that span across four decades, including a major hit in
every decade of his working life. It has been said that what separates an ordinary man from an extraordinary
man is the little “extra,” the X factor. Music industry veteran, Russ Regan, can truly be described as an 
extraordinary man, and his history in music will do all the talking.

Regan has played a major role in the careers of the biggest names in the music business, including Elton John,
The Beach Boys, Neil Diamond, Barry White, Olivia Newton-John, and the Alan Parsons Project-all of whom
credit Regan as a major force behind their success.

Regan entered the recording industry as an artist, recording such songs as “Joan of Love” and “Calling All
Cars.” He also wrote and produced songs that became hits such as “The Happy Reindeer” and “Cinnamon 



Cinder.” Regan, disenchanted with performing, switched from being an artist to promoting them. He was 
recruited by Motown Records and became integral in establishing what we know today as the “Motown
Sound.” The first record Regan promoted was “Please Mr. Postman” by the Marvelettes. He also worked 
with The Supremes, Smokey Robinson & the Miracles, and Marvin Gaye.

A gift that Regan has that not many people will ever know about is his ability to match people in the music 
industry with the thing they need most. In 1966, while serving a stint as General Manager of Loma Records, he
came across a song called “That’s Life” which he gave to Frank Sinatra to record. When a good friend needed 
a new name for a group called the Pendletons-who had a song called “Surfin”. Regan thought briefly before
recommending the perfect name, The Beach Boys. Regan discovered his midas touch and was in a position 
to use it.

Regan moved on to Uni Records, a division of MCA Inc., where he proved himself once again; he heard a
record called “Incense and Peppermints” by an unknown group called Strawberry Alarm Clock. It became his
first million-selling record and went to number one on the charts.

Demo tapes of a completely unknown singer-songwriter came across his desk in 1970. Regan knew immediately
that he was listening to music that spelled big potential in the industry. Naturally, he followed his instincts and
signed the young artist. Regan began work to design a publicity and promotional campaign to launch the artist
in the U.S. Today, the entire world knows that young artist as Sir Elton John.

20th Century Records appointed Russ Regan their president in 1972. It was there where he worked with Barry
White, The DeFranco Family, Carl Douglas, Maureen McGovern, and the Alan Parsons Project. A short two
years later, in 1974, Regan was named “Record Executive of The Year” by the Bill Gavin Report and the 
National Association of Record Merchandisers.

In 1980, Regan became PolyGram Records’ General Manager of West Coast Operations. Regan successfully 
pioneered and revised the concept of bringing music and film together, as the music consultant on Flashdance.
The movie spawned a soundtrack album that sold 14 million copies-an all time record for PolyGram soundtracks.
Regan was also Music Supervisor for Breakin’, A Chorus Line, and Karate Kid.

Returning to Motown in 1986 as president of the Creative Division, Regan most notably worked on Smokey
Robinson’s successful comeback effort. Proving once again that Regan’s midas touch made Smokey Robinson’s
album ‘One Heartbeat’ go platinum-the album featured two top 10 singles. Regan remained with Motown until
the company was sold in 1988.

Throughout the late 90’s Regan helped form the U.S. based Quality Records label that specialized in rap, 
rock, pop, dance, and urban music. Quality Records, an independent label, found themselves on the industry’s
radar when their platinum selling ‘One More Try’ reached number one on the charts. It had been over nine
years since any independent label had such an achievement. The string of hits flourished with artists such as 
A Lighter Shade of Brown, Angelica, South Central Cartel, and Dan Hill.

Patrick Woertink
Historical Archivist
In the mid 60’s, Pat played in bands with Alan Clark in Hollywood.  Pat worked with such artists as : Frank
Zappa, Henry Vestine of Canned Heat, Pete Fullerton of the We Five, Bobby Arlington of the Leaves. The late
60’s, Pat worked with The Shirelles, Big Joe Turner, Ben E. King, The Drifters.

In the Seventy’s, Pat and Wayne Charvel started Charvel Guitar Company and the rest of Charvel story is, 
as the say “history”.

Starting in 1974 thru present, Pat has recorded and produced artists such as; Hank Ballard, Frankie Ford, Tommy
Sands, Glen Glenn, Jody Reynolds, Donnie Brooks, Ron Holden, Ronnie Height, Ray Campi, Rosie and The
Originals, Neil Morrow, Alan Clark, Eddie Cochran’s band The Kelly Four, Connie Guybo Smith, Billy Swan, Al
Wilson,  Sam Cooke’s band, Chan Romero, Ritchie Valen’s cousin Ernie Valens, Ritchie Valen’s brother Mario
Ramirez, The Tornados, Mike Vernon, Brian Culhane and Elvis Manager Joe Esposito, Johnny Fortune, Billy
Webb, Don and Dewey, Jerry Cole, J.D. Mennis, Billy Davis of Jackie Wilson, John Muller of Winter Dance Party.

Starting in the early 1960’s, Alan began his musical career performing with artists such as Big Joe Turner, 
Sanford Clark, Frank Zappa, the Shirelles, the Rivingtons, the Drifters and many others.

He began his recording career in 1962 and over the years has recorded duets with musicians including Hank
Ballard, Ron Holden, Ronnie Height, Frankie Ford, Chan Romero, Jody Reynolds, Tommy Sands, Ray Campi,
Donnie Brooks and Glen Glenn.

Alan began his own company writing and publishing books in 1974. His first project was one on Buddy Holly.
Other titles followed including books on Ritchie Valens, the Big Bopper, Jerry Lee Lewis, Gene Vincent, 
Eddie Cochran, Jan and Dean, the Rolling Stones, the Beatles, the Beach Boys, Elvis Presley and others.

In the 1990’s, he was a member of Eddie Cochran’s original back up band as lead singer and guitarist and 
performed in Las Vegas, Nevada and Branson, Missouri. He has also performed with Gene Vincent’s Blue
Caps and appeared on national television on “Sold Gold” with Terry Stafford. Alan has also backed up artists
on shows including Tommy Sands, Ersel Hickey, Al Wilson, Thurston Harris, Mary Wells, Billy Swan, Jody
Reynolds, Hank Ballard, Glen Glenn, Rosie of the Originals, Gene Summers, Johnny Fortune and many others.
